Steve Getz his
fans going by
crooning tunes
on the internet
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BY DAY he is is Steve McKind-
land, and works at a DIY
store.

But by night he’s Steve Getz
— a crooning cabaret star with
fans across the world.

Steve, 48, from Kennedy
Close, Waterlooville, has hit
the big time in cyberspace af-
ter 2,000 people downloaded a
single he released on-line.

The huge interest in his cov-
er of the Frank Sinatra classic
A Foggy Day catapulted him to
the top of the jazz chart on
internet music site Soundeclick.
com.

That put him ahead of 11,318
rivals — and he now receives
fan mail from Israel, Belgium,
Nigeria, America and the UK
from people who have found
him on the unsigned artists’
website.

Steve - who adopted the sur-
name Getz as his showbiz
name, is a design consultant at
Wickes in Waterlooville dur-
ing the day but finds the tran-
sition into a rat pack-style
crooner easy - and his ulti-
mate dream is to go full-time
as a singer.

‘T only do the day job for the
money. Obviously, if every-
thing goes well for me, my
dream would be to give up
work and really go for the mu-
sic; he said. ‘And it seems
that so many people are inter-
ested at the moment — I may
well get there.”

Steve, who has even re-
leased an album called Being
Frank in tribute to his hero
Sinatra, added: ‘Its amazing to
think there are people all over
the world who would probably
never hear me sing. Now they
have my music on their PC or
mp3 player and they have vot-
ed me number one.’

Steve’s wife and children
are supportive of his hobby
and love the attention he gets.

He added: ‘My daughter real-
ly thinks she has a celebrity
dad now. She thinks my suc-
cess is great.’

Steve has played in jazz
bands all his life but gave up
to find work until five years
ago, when he started playing
the pub circuit again.
